BIATHLON ALBERTA - CALFOREX CUP
SERIES DESCRIPTION/POLICY

Description

The Calforex Cup provincial series represents the top level of provincial competition in
Alberta. The series serves as a vehicle for athlete development and talent identification,
and also as a mechanism for Provincial Team selection. Calforex Cup events may, on
occasion, be held in conjunction with other events, such as a NorAm Cup, Western
Canadian Championship, or Provincial Championship. Each year, Biathlon Alberta will
endeavour to schedule events in a variety of venues around the province.

Awards
Each category winner will have his or her name engraved on the respective Calforex
Cup trophy, to be presented annually. Clubs are eligible for cash awards.

Calforex Cup Policies/procedures

o Points are awarded to competitors in all categories, according to the points
schedule below.

¢ Points will be awarded only to members of Biathlon Alberta; out-of-province
athletes are welcome to compete in Calforex Cup events, but are not eligible for
points.

o Points will be regularly updated and posted at www.biathlon.ca

e Each competitor’s total points will be determined by the best results in 75%-plus-
one of the Alberta Cup races held.

e Ties will be broken as follows: number of wins, number of second places, number
of third places, number of fourth places .... If a tie still remains, the tie will be
broken by number of points earned at the Alberta Provincial Championship.

e Club Competition: Calforex Cup club points will be determined by the combined
individual overall points of all athletes competing for each club.
